CABIN AND FIELD GROUPS 
Preparing Cabin Group Assignments is an exhaustive process on both ends, so thanks in advance for all of your help with this.  We need from you one master list of all students attending camp separated into cabin groups and another into Field groups.  To aid both you and us please fill in the Excel spreadsheet with the student cabin and Field groups.  Here are some helpful tips for putting your students into groups.

CABIN GROUPS

These are the groups that students will be in from 4:30 in the afternoon until breakfast the next morning.  With this group they will sleep, shower, and enjoy a community atmosphere with their Cabin Instructor, as well as participate in our evening activities such as the Night Hike, Astronomy, Campfire, World Dance or Snake Lady.

Please group your students into the following cabins, labeling them by sex. Cabins are separated by sex, and as you group them try to pair students up so they have a buddy or a good friend with them in the cabin.  Please be careful with students that require a lot of attention; either for emotional, physical, or disciplinary reasons; and try to evenly split these up amongst all of the cabins. Please try to split the cabins evenly by number also, so there is not one cabin of 18 students and another cabin of 11 students.  The maximum number of students in each of our cabins is as follows: 

Hawk 1 - 15
Hawk 2 - 15
Hawk 3 - 23
Coyote 1/2 - 19
Coyote 3/4 - 19
Coyote 5/6 - 19
Lizard 1 - 15
Lizard 2 - 15
Lizard 3 - 25
Hawk and Coyote cabins are used as our primary units.  If you can fit all of your students into these two units please do so.  Furthermore, please separate the units by sex, with for example all males being in Hawk while all females in Coyote.  A maximum of 109 students could be assigned to this group if the guy/girl ratio is just right.  Groups larger than this would require the use of the Lizard cabins.  As with the Field Groups, we try to keep our groups below 20 students so as to assure the most interaction with Instructors and to aid in group dynamics, creating a more positive and comfortable community living experience.  

There may also be weeks when we have other school groups at CHOSS the same week as your school.  This would require more communication between CHOSS and you as to our cabin requirements and availability.  In this case we will contact you with any information or requests.  
Please mail, fax or email the student lists as soon as you possibly can but no later than 2 weeks before your planned arrival so that we have ample time to do our scheduling for our staff, schedule the dining hall and plan accordingly.  Your help is greatly appreciated!

FIELD GROUPS

These are the groups that students will be in during the day, from 8:30am until teacher time at 3:30.                 In these groups they will participate in the daytime classes you have chosen for them, taught by their Field Instructor on their hikes.  The groups will be spending their Field time with the same group and the same Field Instructor for the entire week.  Please keep this in mind when making the Field groups.  We can eliminate many discipline problems and tension by keeping students who might cause problems for each other separated into different groups.
Field groups are co-ed and should be kept under 20 students per group, with 15 -17 being ideally what we are shooting for.  With a group of 100 students or so 6 Field groups works great, ideally with an even distribution of boys and girls in each Field group.  Groups with a much larger number of boys can make the girls feel overwhelmed and vice versa.  Again, occasionally the group size might be dictated by the total number of students we might have at CHOSS during a particular week.  We will be in touch to communicate any updates as well to determine the optimum number of Field Groups for your visit.                       If you have any questions please contact us.
