“BE AWARE LIST”
The more we know about any students with special needs the better we can be prepared to accommodate them.  Often parents overlook their child’s disabilities or other special needs on their paperwork because they don’t want their child to be treated differently, or they don’t see their child as different.  Knowing about any physical, emotional, psychological, behavioral, or developmental needs ahead of time allows our staff the necessary time to prepare so they can work with your students in the most effective manner.  For example, letting us know if your child/student has ever been diagnosed with ADD or ADHD” will help us TREMENDOUSLY (  Please also list any long term injuries students may have, such as a broken arm in a cast, or if a student is on crutches or uses a wheelchair.
Even if your student has a special need that usually does not impact them at school it is important for our staff to know, as certain conditions may manifest themselves differently in the camp and/or outdoor environment than they do at school.  
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
